Animals Year 
5 & 6

Spring Term 2018

This term the whole school topic is ‘Animals’.  This topic will draw on and develop our skills, knowledge and understanding in Science, Humanities, Literacy and Numeracy.  We will be using books, articles and reports, workshops, film and the internet to research facts and source information.  We will be asking three key questions:

· Is it your right to have a pet?

· Where do birds go in winter?

· Are animals happy in zoos? 

Using our ICT skills we will look at migration and follow the osprey journey, design an animal park with appropriate enclosures and research data linked to animal and bird investigation. 

 

In Literacy we will be using the book Sky Hawk by Gill Lewis to explore themes and structure of narrative.  We will use our speaking and listening skills to take part in class debate.  During Guided Reading sessions we will be reading non-fiction texts about animals, comparing and contrasting.  We will be exploring and writing our own poetry.

In Numeracy we will transfer our mathematical skills to a variety of contexts. We will represent data using charts, diagrams and graphs. We will estimate how long a journey takes.  
In Science we will explore habitats and animal adaptation.  We will also consider food chains and food pyramids.

Using our skills in Welsh we will write book reviews and discuss our favourite books.
In RE and PSHE we will be exploring ‘Caring and Sharing’– this will include looking at many world faiths and exploring our responsibilities to one another.   
 

DT & Art we will create paintings of animals based on the work of artist Sanna Annukka.  We will design a healthy drink or snack.
PE this term we will concentrate on Outdoor Games and swimming. We will learn about the importance of health, fitness and wellbeing.
